Planning a trip with low-tech support and a DynaVox


Instructions to the client:

You are going to plan a vacation trip with a travel agent who will book all of the arrangements. You will use anything you can to communicate with the travel agent, including your speech, this communication book, or this talking device. You will need to arrange all of the details – where you are going, how you will get there, where you will stay.

Clinician may demonstrate with book and/or device. “For example, if the travel agent asked me how I would like to travel, I could point to this symbol to say I’d like to go by plane.”

Sample Role-Play:

TA: Hello, Mr. Smith, how can I help you today?

Client: I’d like to take a trip.

TA: Well, that’s what we’re here for. Where would you like to go?

Client: Names location.

TA: When would you like to leave?

Client: Accesses numbers? Calendars?

TA: When would you like to return?

Client: Accesses numbers? Calendars?

TA: How would you like to travel?

Client: Accesses methods of transportation.

TA: Any other questions for me?

Client: Accesses “how much?” “what is there to do?”

Scoring: 

Include 5 opportunities for client to access responses. At least two opportunities for initiation of questions.
